Johnny Cash:  “New Mexico”  from the 2007 CD re-issue of the 1964 LP “Original Sun Sound of Johnny Cash” (Sun Records).  Johnny switched from Sun Records to Columbia in 1958, and Sun Records issued the 1964 LP with previously unreleased material from his 1955-58 Sun era, including this song. 
Richmond: “Feels Like Home (New Mexico True)”  from a 2012 YouTube video. This song became the unofficial state song of New Mexico when it was used in the New Mexico True tourism promotions. Richmond is the Albuquerque based duo Nate Boitano & Heath Warren.
Syd Masters: “Under New Mexico Skies”  from the 2013 CD “The Cowboy Sings” (Vision records). Syd Grew up in Wabeno, WI and now lives in Edgewood, NM. He is a cowboy singer who has won numerous awards in New Mexico. This is another “unofficial New Mexico state song”. 

Busy McCarroll: “O Fair New Mexico”  from the 2014 YouTube video filmed in Madrid (pronounced MAD rid), the former mining ghost town on the Turquoise Trail outside of Santa Fe that is now an amusing hippie enclave. This is the OFFICIAL state song of New Mexico- written in 1915 by Elizabeth Garett, daughter of Pat Garett, the Silver City, NM sheriff who famously shot and killed Billy the Kid. The song was recorded in Busy’s studio in Los Cerillos near Santa Fe. Busy first recorded the song at the 2014 burning of ZOZBRA, sort of a mini-Burning Man event wherein a giant puppet figure is set fire in the Santa Fe Plaza, along with troubles from the past year, to start off Festival in Santa Fe the weekend after Labor Day.
